San Francisco, CA--On September 24th 2015, Professor Sue-Je Gage of Ithaca College gave a lecture titled

"Almost Korean: The Realities of Amerasians in Korea" to students who were enrolled in AAS 360: Koreans

in the United States. Her expertise is on the lives, histories and experiences of “mixed” Koreans known as

Korean “Amerasians” in South Korea and in the United States, with whom she has worked since 2002. She

also holistically explores how Amerasians as local, national and global citizens identify themselves and

strategically use their identities to maneuver within Korean society, the United States and the globalizing

world.

San Francisco, CA--On Friday, September 18th 2015, Yongsoo Lee, affectionally known as "Grandma Lee,"

shared her experiences  as  a "comfort woman"  with students at a panel discussion titled, "Asian Amercian

remember the Comfort Women" at the J. Paul Leonard Library.  Lee was one of three survivors who testified



before the U.S. Congress Committee on Foreign Affairs, subcommittee on Asia, the Pacific, and the Global

Environment in 2007, which led to passage of House Resolution 121 that called on the government of Japan

to formally acknowledge, apologize and accept historical responsibility for the acts.

Joining Grandma Lee were Julie Tang and Lillian Sing, two recently retired judges of Chinese American

descent who are now advocates for a Comfort Women monument in San Francisco. In addition to sharing

their grassroots movement, they discussed the importance of remembering Grandma Lee's stories.
